Ms. Lannon informed the Council that the petition does not conform to the requirements for a petition for declaratory statement, as it asked a generalized question about the future of the profession, and did not provide specific facts that needed to be addressed by the council.

Ms. Jones moved to decline the petition requested by Nadine Pazder, because the petition did not meet statutory requirements for a petition for declaratory statement.  Mr. Wittman seconded the motion, which carried 4/0.

Rule 64B8-44.003, F.A.C., Disciplinary Guidelines and Statement of 



Estimated Regulatory Cost
The following language was added to correct an error for rule 64B8-44.003 (4)(a)(a)2.
After the first offense, a minimum of one year probation to revocation or denial of licensure, and an administrative fine from $200.00 to $1,000.00, depending on the seriousness of the underlying offense and the magnitude of the violation.
The following language changes were recommended for rule 64B8-44.003 (4)(u)-(x):

​(u) Revocation or nonrenewal of the license or denial of licensure and a fine of $10,000.

(v) For the first offense, from one year probation with conditions and a $2,500 fine.  For the second offense, from 1 year suspension and a $5,000 fine.

(w) Revocation or nonrenewal of the license or denial of licensure and a fine of from $1,000 to $10,000.

(x) Revocation or nonrenewal of the license or denial of licensure and a fine of $10,000.

Mr. Wittman moved to go forward with the rulemaking process for rule 64B8-44.003, F.A.C.  Ms. Jones seconded the motion, which carried 4/0.

Ms. Jones moved to approve the Statement of Estimated Regulatory Cost that there is no economic impact created by this rule, with a change from “proposed” to “imposed” in section (d).  Mr. Wittman seconded the motion, which carried 4/0.

Rule 64B8-44.005, F.A.C., Citations and Statement of Estimated 



Regulatory Cost
The following proposed changes were considered:
(4)(e) 2. Licensee must submit full payment of the fine and costs within 3 months of the date the citation was issued.

​2 3.Licensee must provide proof of completion of the deficient hours within 90 days 3 months of the date the citation was filed issued.

​(f) Failure to respond timely to a continuing education audit – a fine of $100, and licensee must provide proof of compliance with continuing education requirements within 30 days 1 month of the date the citation was filed issued.
