Case backlog Analysis

Mr. Beebe explained the year old case chart which showed a drop a continuing decrease in the number old cases which are unresolved after more than 1 year.  He commended Ephraim Livingston and Kathryn Price for their diligence in addressing this issue.  Although there is no statutory requirement to reduce the number of old cases to a certain level, the Committee has asked that the Prosecuting Services Unit continue to work on the old cases and to continue bringing the numbers down. 

Review of Revenues and Expenses at December 31, 2008 & Review of Expenses by Function at December 31, 2008

Mr. Beebe stated after reviewing the spreadsheets, he had no problems to bring to the attention of the Committee.  He stated the Board is currently operating at 44% of its budget at more than half way through the fiscal year.  He commended the Department and Board Staff for managing the costs.

Licensure Fees for Naturopaths and Physician Assistants
Mr. Beebe explained there are only 4 licensed naturopaths in Florida and because of that this profession is continually in the red.  He stated the Physician Assistants (PA) budget also shows cyclical deficits in the budget.  He suggested the PA Council review these projections.  
Mr. Tellechea reminded the Committee that the PA Council actually lowered their fees not too long ago.  

After discussion, a motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend asking the PA Council to assess their budget and fess with the goal of revenue neutrality in mind and advise the Board with their findings.  

Action taken: Ask PA Council to look at their budget projections.
Mr. Beebe then discussed the trust fund sweep of the Board of Medicine budget by the legislature in the amount of $834,881.  He explained that the sweep was based on the 6 year projected budget.  He stated it could have been a lot worse.  Although the Board is fiscally safe at this time, he suggested the Board continue to monitor this and take appropriate actions as indicated.
A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend accepting the case back log analysis and financial reports.  

Action taken: approval of the back log analysis and financial reports

Mr. McPherson thanked Mr. Beebe for his work and for consistently looking out for the Board and for the State of Florida and always doing the right thing.
