Tab #1: Rule 64B8-50.003  F.A.C. Electrolysis rule changes 
Mr. Tellechea gave a brief overview of the proposed changes from the Electrolysis Council.
· Paragraph #1 The Council is asking for the authority to add “denial” of applicants to the rule.
· Paragraph #2 The Council is asking for the authority to add “denial” of continuing education providers and electrolysis training programs.

· Paragraph #3 The Council is asking the authority to accept non-disciplinary voluntary relinquishments.

· Paragraph #4 is a change of paragraph number due to the changes above.

· Paragraph #5 The Council is asking for the authority to notice rule development and propose rules to the Board of Medicine.

Dr. Tucker asked Mr. Pellett if he had any further concerns other than those presented in his email and the addendum materials. Mr. Pellet stated that he did not.
Mr. Tellechea stated that he was aware that the other Boards do not accept any voluntary relinquishments with pending disciplinary actions against the physician. He suggested that the Committee reject the change and make a recommendation to the Board of Medicine to delegate the acceptance non-disciplinary voluntary relinquishment by the Electrolysis Council staff. He also recommended that the Electrolysis Council continue to submit proposed rule changes to the Board of Medicine.
Action Taken:

Dr. Tucker made a motion to approve proposed changes to paragraph #1 and #2. Mr. Levine seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Dr. Tucker made a motion to reject proposed changes to paragraph #3 and ask the Board of Medicine to delegate the authority to accept non-disciplinary voluntary relinquishments to the Electrolysis Council staff.  Mr. Levine seconded the motion and it passed .unanimously.
Dr. Tucker made a motion to reject proposed changes to paragraph #5 and ask the Council to continue to submit proposed rule changes to the Board of Medicine for noticing. Mr. Levine seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Tab #2 Rule 64B8-40.003 F.A.C. Dietetics-Nutrition rule changes

Mr. Tellechea stated that the recommendations in the proposed rule changes made by the Dietetics-Nutrition Council are essentially the same as those submitted by the Electrolysis Council. Mr. Tellechea stated that he was aware that the other Boards do not accept any voluntary relinquishments with pending disciplinary actions against the physician. He also recommended that the Dietetics-Nutrition Council continue to submit proposed rule changes to the Board of Medicine.
· Paragraph #a) The Council is asking for the authority to add “denial” of applicants to the rule.

· Paragraph #b) The Council is asking for the authority to add “denial” for temporary permits to applicants.
· Paragraph #c) The Council is asking for the authority to add “denial” of continuing education providers and training programs to the rule.

· Paragraph #d) The Council is asking the authority to accept non-disciplinary voluntary relinquishments.

· Paragraph #e) The Council is asking for the authority to notice rule development and propose rules to the Board of Medicine.

Action Taken:

Dr. Tucker made a motion to approve proposed changes to paragraphs #a), #b) and #c). Mr. Levine seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 

Dr. Tucker made a motion to deny or reject proposed changes to paragraphs #d) and #e). 

For paragraph #d) the Committee is recommending that the Board of Medicine delegate the authority to accept non-disciplinary voluntary relinquishments to the Dietetics-Nutrition Council staff. 

For paragraph #e) the Committee recommends that the Council continue to submit proposed rule changes to the Board of Medicine for noticing.  
Mr. Levine seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
