Tab 6 - 2010 Legislative Proposals – Medical Licensure Proposal 

Mr. McPherson outlined the licensure proposal to the members and highlighted the portions related to area of critical need, limited licensure and the use of military physicians as volunteers.  The proposals would streamline the licensure process and add options for military personnel.  

A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to approve the medical licensure proposal.

Tab 2 - Rule 64B8-8.001, FAC – Disciplinary Guidelines
The Committee reviewed SB 1986 which imposes four additional grounds for discipline 
resulting in the Committee needing to draft disciplinary guidelines for the new penalties.  
s. 456.072(1)(ii), F.S.
Being convicted of, or entering a plea of guilty or nolo contendere to, any misdemeanor or 
felony, regardless of adjudication, under 18 USC s. 669, ss. 285-287, s. 371, s. 1001, s. 1035, s. 
1041, s. 1343, s. 1347, s. 1349, or s. 1518, or 42 USC ss. 1320a-7b, relating to the Medicaid 
program.

A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend revocation and a $10,000 
or in the case of an applicant, licensure denial.

s. 456.072(1)(jj), F.S.

Failing to remit the sum owed to the state for an overpayment from the Medicaid program 
pursuant to a final order, judgment, or stipulation or settlement.  

A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend the following: 

First offense: letter of concern to probation with a $500-$5,000 fine

Second
 offense: reprimand to probation with a $2,500 - $5,000 fine 

s. 456.072(1)(kk), F.S.
Being terminated from the state Medicaid program pursuant to s. 409.913, any other state 
Medicaid program, or the federal Medicare program, unless eligibility to participate in the 
program from which the practitioner was terminated has been restored.  

A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend the following:

First offense: letter of concern to suspension and a $1,000 - $5,000 fine

Second offense: reprimand to revocation and a $5,000 - $10,000 fine

Being convicted of, or entering into a plea of guilty or nolo contrendere to, any misdemeanor or 
felony, regardless of adjudication, of a crime in any jurisdiction which relates to health care 
fraud.  
A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend revocation and a $10,000 

or, in the case of an applicant, licensure denial.

Tab 3 - Rule 64B8-3.002, FAC, 64B8-3.003, FAC & 64B8-3.004, FAC – Fees
Currently, physicians who have a military license are exempt from fees and CME.  This includes when a physicians wants to convert a military license to a full license.  The Department opines that Boards can charge a fee to convert the license.  
After discussion, the Committee felt they needed to support our military and took no action to add a fee to convert a military license to a full unrestricted license.  
No action taken.  

Tab 4 - Rule 64B8-8.018, FAC – Citation Authority
This matter was referred to the Committee from the July Board of Medicine meeting wherein the Department had requested the Board consider imposing only monetary penalties for citations.  The reason for this request is that the cost associated with tracking terms other than the fine/costs outweighs the revenue being incurred.  
A motion was made and seconded to recommend requiring the fine and the CME be due within 30 days.  

An amendment was offered to require the fine and CME be due within 60 days.  This amendment was accepted. 

The motion carried unanimously.  

A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to leave the medical record citation as it is written.

A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to require no SERC. 
Action taken: fine/CME due within 60 days, no change in the medical record citation 

Tab 5 - Rule 64B8-8.0021, FAC – Provisions governing All Supervisors or Monitoring Physicians 
The Committee reviewed draft changes to this rule which would allow probationers to utilize a third party to assist in obtaining a monitoring physician.
A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend approval of the draft language.

The Committee expressed some concern about the domestic violence CME requirement being due every 3 bienniums.  Mr. McPherson stated the FMA may address this issue, but staff would look at ways to assist physicians in determining when their individual requirement is due. 

Addendum - SB 1986 Application Questions
Mr. Tellechea presented draft applications questions related to SB 1986. This bill outlines 

several violations related to Medicaid Fraud for which an applicant shall be denied a license. 

These uniform questions are being presented to all Boards for approval.  

A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to recommend approval of the questions. 

Mr. Tellechea advised the questions would be added to the applications which will be presented 

at the next meeting for approval.
