TAB 1

MOTION FOR Determination of Waiver
Aryn Therese Schroeder, O.T. 9457, Case No. 2009-15003 
The Board of Occupational Therapy Practice considered a Hearing for Determination of Waiver in Case No.  2009-15003, Department of Health, Board of Occupational Therapy Practice vs. Aryn Therese Schroeder.
Ms. Schroeder was not required to attend this meeting but was sent a notice and invitation to appear.  Ms. Schroeder was not present for the meeting, nor represented by legal counsel.

Ms. Banta was recused from involvement in this case due to her participation on the probable cause panel.
Ms. Shah provided a brief synopsis of the relevant facts of the case and indicated an Administrative Complaint was filed, on February 4, 2010 charging Ms. Schroeder, OT 9457, with the violation of Section 468.217(1)(x), Ms. Seiler (2008-2009), by failing to complete required continuing education (CE) for the renewal of her license for the March 1, 2007 through February 28, 2009 licensure biennium, constituting grounds for disciplinary action by the Board of Occupational Therapy Practice.  Ms. Schroeder is delinquent for 10 hours of CE, including 2 hours of a Board approved Florida Laws and Rules course, 2 hours of a Board approved Prevention of Medical Errors course, and 6 general CE’s.

Motion:  Mr. Mullings moved to find that the Ms. Schroeder was properly served and waived her rights to a formal hearing.  Mr. Hicks seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

Motion:  Mr. Mullings moved to adopt the findings of fact and conclusions of Law as set forth in the Administrative Complaint constituting a violation of the Florida Statutes.  Mr. Hicks seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

Motion:  Mr. Mullings moved to adopt the materials, including the investigative report and exhibits into evidence and find that Ms. Schroeder has violated the practice act as set forth in the Administrative Complaint.  Ms. Dunbar seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

Motion:  Following discussion, Mr. Hicks moved to assess the following penalties:
· $500 fine

· License shall be suspended until such time Ms. Schroeder submits proof of completing the delinquent 10 hours of continuing education (CE) for the 2007-2009 licensure biennium, including 2 hours of Board approved Florida Laws and Rules, and 2 hours of Board approved Prevention of Medical Errors.

Mr. Mullings seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

MOTION:  Mr. Hicks moved to amend the previous motion to include a Reprimand as reccomended by the Prosecuting Attorney, on behalf of the Department.  Mr. Mullings seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

MOTION:  Mr. Hicks moved to include an amendment to the motion to include the $500 fine to be paid before the Suspension could be removed from license.  Mr. Mullings seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

Motion:  Additionally, Ms. Dunbar moved to assess payment for actual costs in the amount of $2,174.43 to be paid within one (1) year of the filing of the final order.  Mr. Mullings seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

Development of Rules for Monitors of Disciplined Licensees 
At the August 2, 2010 General Business meeting, the Board requested Counsel to prepare proposed language to include a third party monitoring option for disciplined licensees.  

The Board considered the following Rule draft submitted by Counsel.  A Statement of Estimated Regulatory Costs (SERC) draft was also considered.
64B11-4.003 Standards of Practice; Discipline.
 (2)(b) Probation with conditions to include limitations on the type of practice or practice setting, requirement of supervision by a licensee of the Board, employer and self reports, periodic appearances before the Board, counseling or participation in the Professionals Resource Network (PRN), payment of administrative fines, and such conditions to assure protection of the public.  Supervisors must serve as volunteers without compensation, but in instances where a licensee is unable to find a volunteer supervisor, the licensee, with approval of the Board, may contract with a third party entity that provides supervisors for a fee.
MOTION:  After discussion, Ms. Dunbar moved to approve the proposed Rule language with Counsel adding an additional sentence to clarify the licensee’s responsibility in paying for any third party monitoring services.  Mr. Mullings seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.

MOTION:  Ms. Dunbar moved to accept the Statement of Estimated Regulatory Costs (SERC).  Ms. Banta seconded the motion, which carried 5/0.
The Board agreed for Counsel to proceed with rule development including the additional information, without requiring the language to be presented again to the Board.
